NAF (Non - Appropriated Fund) employment is considered federal employment. 
It is, however, different from federal civil service employment because the monies 
used to pay the salaries of NAF employees come from a different source. Civil 
service positions are paid for by money appropriated by Congress.  NAF money, on 
the other hand, is self-generated by Army clubs, bowling centers, golf courses, and 
other activities that use NAF employees.

We have two types of NAF positions: “flexible” and “regular”. Flexible employees 
have work schedules that depend on the needs of the activity. These employees 
may work a minimum of zero hours to a maximum of 40 hours per week, and do 
not receive benefits.  Regular employees work between 20 and 40 hours a week 
depending  on position requirements, and are entitled to receive benefits. All 
federal job openings (NAF and otherwise) are posted online at USAJOBS.gov. 

Family and MWR offers competitive salaries and benefits packages for regular 
NAF positions. This includes medical, dental and life insurance. Comprehensive 
retirement and 401(k) plans are available. The organization will match your monthly 
contributions up to three percent. There are multiple ways to move upward in 
Family and MWR through training opportunities and developmental assignments.

Provided services include 
information and referrals, advocacy, 
support groups, respite care, relocation 
assistance, workshops, trainings and 
special events.

FAP is dedicated to the prevention of 
intimate partner and child abuse and 
neglect. The focus is on prevention 
and education that helps Soldiers 
and Families recognize and meet 
the unique challenges of military 

lifestyles. FAP provides a wide range 
of services designed to promote 
positive family relationships. Services 
include crisis intervention, stress and 
anger management classes, marriage/
couple communication workshops, 
parent education, New Parent Support 
Program (NPSP), home visitation and 
parent/child playgroups, family life skills 
workshops and child abuse prevention 
classes.

FAP offers support and education to the 
community in relation to Problematic 
Sexual Behavior in Children and 
Youth. FAP offers trainings to educate 
command personnel and military 
community to recognize signs of 
possible child abuse and domestic 
abuse. Emphasis is on prevention, 
education and prompt reporting.

The Victim Advocacy Program provides 
comprehensive services to victims of 
domestic abuse by trained professionals 
who provide non-clinical advocacy 
services and support to Soldiers and 
Family members experiencing domestic 
abuse. Victim advocates are on-call 24 
hours a day/7 days a week to provide 
crisis intervention, safety planning, 
non-judgmental support, assistance 
in securing medical treatment for 
injuries, information on legal rights and 
proceedings, and referrals to military 
and civilian resources. A confidential 
Restricted Reporting option may 
be available after speaking with an 
advocate

Focuses on supporting Fort Novosel 
Soldiers, Family members, surviving 
spouses, and civilian personnel through 
community involvement. Volunteer 
opportunities are available both on and 
off post. Installation volunteer hours are 
tracked and volunteer opportunities 
can be recorded in the Volunteer 
Management Information System 
(VMIS). Volunteer opportunities may 
also be available by contacting Army 
Community Service. Fort Novosel has 
an active Volunteer Program. Individuals 
are matched to volunteer positions 
according to skill, experience and time 
available. Childcare may be offered in 
some activities. Participants learn new 
skills, make friends, and become a part of 
the community. Volunteering can also be 
a wonderful way to gain job experience.

Emergency financial assistance is 
available through AER for Active Duty, 
Reserve Affairs/National Guard (Title 10 
on active duty 30 or more days), and 
Retired Soldiers, their Family members, 
and Survivors.

The School Liaison Program can 
also assist with the following: Mobilizing 
and using community resources to 
reduce the impact of the mobile military 
lifestyle on military children and youth. 
Implementing predictable support 
services that assist children and youth 
with relocations, life transitions, and 
achieving academic success. Providing 
access for parents, children and youth, 
schools, commanders, and communities 
to a wide range of resources that 
facilitate school transitions. Families 
living on post in permanent housing, 
with children in grades prekindergarten 
through sixth grade, will attend the 
Department of Defense Fort Novosel 
Schools. Families living on post are able 
to choose the local city school district 
they attend for grades 7-12.

All detachments have a patch that represents 
a campaign or operation. These patches 
serve as a visual reminder of a soldier’s 
contributions and experiences while on 
deployment.

Going above and beyond the call of duty, 
Michael “Mike” J. Novosel Sr., served two tours 
as a commander of a medical evacuation 
helicopter.

In 1969, Novosel volunteered for his second 
tour to vietnam. The chosen patch for 
this tour had a kangaroo and her Joey, 
a baby kangaroo (see right). This design 
was represented on the 82nd Medical 
Detachment War Patch-55. 

The Joey symbolizes all the medical evacuees
that were flown out by dust-off pilots and their
helicopters (the mother kangaroo). 

The logo includes a patch on the kangaroo’s 
arm (facing left), the dust-off symbol.

Novosel flew a total of 2,543 missions
transporting more than 5,500 medical 
evacuees.

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Sgt. Ted E. Bear Timeline

Throughout the years, Sgt. Bear has 
made his rounds throughout the base. 
In 2008, he received his orders to 
be placed across from the U.S. Army 
Aviation Museum. 

Currently, Sgt. Bear is assigned to the 
MWR marketing team, who take great 
pride and care when it comes to his 
wellbeing. 

Throughout the year, you can catch 
Sgt. Bear in an array of outfits. His 
wardrobes consists of Santa outfits, 
bunny costumes, and even flight suits. 

Sgt. Bear overshadows all of his fellow 
sergeants, if not by age then by 
dimensions! At 15 feet high, he weighs 
over two thousand pounds (mostly 
solid concrete). With every new painted 
outfit, Sgt. Bear’s weight increases.

For generations, Sgt. Bear has remained 
a staple of the Fort Novosel Community 
and joins the journey of past, present 
and future aviators.

Located across from the U.S. Army 
Aviation Museum, Sgt. Ted E. Bear has 
stood watch over Fort Novosel for the 
last 63 years. 

Originally designed in Panama City by 
Lee Koplin in 1961, Sgt. Ted E. Bear was 
assembled here on Fort Novosel. Sgt. 
Bear has been a Fort Novosel icon ever 
since.

Why a polar bear? Sgt. Bear was 
erected as an emblem of the 2nd Battle 
Group, 31st Infantry Regiment, also 
known as the Polar Bear Regiment. 

Deployed in 1918, the Regiment 
spent two years in Siberia, protecting 
allied interests and guarding the 
Trans-Siberian railroad. The Regiment 
eventually became known as the “Polar 
Bears.” 

In 1961, to commemorate the action 
the unit experienced, Col. Bennett L. 
Jackson commissioned the construction 
of a polar bear statue. 

It wasn’t until 1997 that Sgt. Bear had 
received his original rank, Pfc. Ted 
E. Bear. A decade later, an official 
ceremony was held in Sept. 2007 by 
Maj. Gen. Virigl L. Packett II, to promote 
Pfc. Bear to sergeant.

For that special family outing, Outdoor 
Recreation (ODR) offers several items to 
aid in the fun and enjoyment for your 
entire family. Pontoon boats, ski/wake 
board boats, fishing boats, water tubes, 
jet skis, canoes, kayaks, and paddle 
boards are available for use at Lake 
Tholocco. For those family reunions or 
school fund raisers, ODR offers picnic 
pavilions, inflatables, multiple party 
game sets, BBQ cookers, canopies 
and dunking booths. For camping 
enthusiasts, ODR has travel trailers.

Outdoor Recreation oversees picnic 
areas at Lake Tholocco (West & East 
Beach), Beaver Lake, and Buckhorn 
Lake.

Fort Novosel Outdoor Recreation 
provides Wounded Warriors and 
Wounded Veterans specialized 
recreation equipment. Among the 
items funded with the proceeds from 
the Wounded Warrior Hunts are an 
accessible mobile tracked wheelchair 
which allows a hunter to go over various 
outdoor terrains, and two hydraulic 
hunting stands which can be moved 
to desired hunting locations. The 5x7 
ft hunting stands sit on a trailer with 
controls that allow them to be lowered 
to the ground (so no ramps needed) 
and elevated to any height up to 18 
ft providing a better field of view for 
hunting. This equipment makes hunting 
more accessible for hunters with 
physical limitations.

A specially designed and customized 
Rhino Boat named “The Warrior” has 
been completely customized to fit the 
needs of a person with disabilities and 
allow them to operate the boat or to 
be a passenger. Customized features 
on the boat include a ramp allowing 
a wheel chair to roll directly onto the 
boat, specialized controls, remote 
control automated anchor, wheel chair 
locking system, and specialized safety 
features. Patrons can coordinate with 
the Fort Novosel Outdoor Recreation 
department for assistance with using 
the equipment. For more information

All ponds and lakes 
are open from sunrise to sunset for general recreation and fishing is allowed 24/7.
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Have you made use of the extensive 
network of walking and biking trails 
on Fort Novosel? If so, consider 
becoming a volunteer in our new 
Adopt-a-Trail program!

Adopt-a-Trail volunteers promote 
community stewardship and bridge the 
communication between the community 
and MWR. The Adopt-a-Trail program 
sends a message that the community 
cares about its trails.

License at the Alabama state resident 
price, military personnel and their 
dependents stationed at Fort Novosel 
are required to provide a copy of orders 
of assignment to Alabama, along with 
their military identification card, driver’s 
license, and hunter safety education 
card. Without an Alabama driver license 
or copy of orders of assignment to 
Alabama, patron will be subjected to 
non-resident prices. Alabama residents 
over the age of 65 are not required to 
have an Alabama State License, but 
must have a Fort Novosel Post Permit. 
Youth ages 15 and younger do not 
need a State License or a Post Permit. 
State Fishing and Hunting Licenses and 
Post Permits expire on August 31 and 
must be renewed annually.
