= AER may provide assistance and relieve distress on Soldiers and Families for
“out-of-pocket” housing expenses during a Permanent Change of Station (PCS)

= Initial Rent: Initial rent assistance for Active-Duty Soldiers during Permanent
Change of Station will be provided as a 50% Loan / 50% Grant.

= Security Deposit: Active-Duty Soldiers deposity on rent (security deposit) during
PCS, and initial rent and deposit requests NOT associated with PCS may be
considered as a loan, grant, or combination of both.
